READINGS: June 29, 2025: Peter and Paul, Apostles
INTRODUCTION: Today we celebrate two great figures of the early
church, Peter and Paul, who represent the spread of the gospel to both
Jews and Gentiles and, according to tradition, were martyred on this
date. The witness of Peter and Paul inspires us as we seek ways to
faithfully proclaim the gospel in our contemporary context.

FIRST READING: Acts 12:1-11: King Herod had James killed and
had Peter put in prison, under heavy guard. In what Peter first
believes is only a vision, an angel leads him past unseeing guards, out
of the prison, and to freedom.

he rests in the promise of eternal life, confident that the Lord who has
rescued him in the past will bring him into the heavenly kingdom.
GOSPEL: John 21:15-19: Jesus invites Simon Peter to declare his
love for him three times, in a manner reminiscent of the three times
that Peter earlier denied Christ. Jesus commissions him to feed his
sheep and predicts that he will die as a martyr for God.
