FEBRUARY 2019 HAPPENINGS  

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 
 

The Second Lesson of our first Sunday of this month is the famous Song of Love from 1 Corinthians 13. 

Maybe some of you, like Jana and I, had this as a scripture lesson for our wedding. It contains a descrip-

tion of love as òpatienté kindé rejoicing in the right.ó It says a lot more, but it certainly is a beautiful de-

scription of love. 

February, despite being cold and wintry, contains the one holiday dedicated to love, Valentineõs Day. St. Val-

entine was a Christian martyr from the 3rd century, who angered Roman Emperor Claudius II Gothicus, by se-

cretly marrying couples so that the husbands would be spared from having to fight in one of the emperorõs 

wars. The day, then, began as a way of celebrating marriage, but over time came to be a way of celebrating ro-

mantic love. 

The love Paul wrote abpout to the Corinthinas was not romantic love, although all true romantics 

would naturally show love that way. St. Paul defines love differently from the way most Americans think of love 

-- as passion and something that is immediately gratifying. Martin Luther once thoughtfully explained what kind 

of love is portrayed here: òTo love does not mean, as a the sophists imagine, to wish someone well, but to bear 

someone elseõs burdens, that is, to bear what is burdensome to you and what you would rather not bearó. This 

sort of love does not seem to come easy. Both Luther and Paul say that we cannot do it alone, that it is a work 

of God. 

Neurobiologists are discovering that loving this way is rewarding, that it feels good, for in such activities for 

others our brains are rewarded by being doused in an amphetamine-like brain chemical, dopamine, that both 

stimulates energy and feels good (Andrew Newberg and Mark Waldman, Why We Believe What We Believe). 

We Christians know better than anyone the delight we cause ourselves when we lift up other people in 

their times of need. We know the 

Three Wise Men sought out Jesus because they saw his star, a star of hope. May our lives be sources of 

hope for all.
