SCHEDULE OF CRAFTS: 

 

NOVEMBER 7 – Double Sided Scarecrow/Snowman: 
Typical height is about 2-3 feet, appears to be three pallet 
boards for the face and four boards for the hat. Bring embel-
lishments. Paints will be provided.  
 
DECEMBER – NO craft night during December 
 
JANUARY 9 – Nativity Set: Two small wooden blocks, 
three round blocks, burlap and cotton cloth, raffia for a       
ribbon. Bring glue & glue gun. Paints will be provided. 
 
FEBRUARY 13 – Wall Decore (Sandy Iverson will be 
teaching): One piece of old barn wood, piece of sheet    
metal, twine, flowers. Not sure how the metal piece attaches 
to the wood, so Sandy will need to explain closer to the 
event.   
 
MARCH 12 – Welcome Sign: Board two to three feet in 
length, stencils and embellishments. Paints will be provided. 
 
APRIL 9 – Windmill Painting or Easter Egg Rock OR  
Flower Pot Painting – Take your pick. KIDS WELCOME   
If you need a canvas, you must inform Donna Larsen, as 
they can be purchased from her. You could also use old barn 
wood, and paint on that if you prefer… but you would want to 
attach boards prior to the craft night. Paints will be provided. 
 
MAY 7 – “4th of July” Blocks: Three 4x4 wood cubes –
embellishments, sanding block for distressing. Paints will be 
provided. 
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
